Anritsu Company maintains an Environmental Management System (EMS) that is ISO14001 certified. One of our fundamental concerns is the protection and preservation of the environment for current and future generations.

Anritsu, an environmentally conscious company, strives to give consideration to the environment in both the development and manufacturing processes of our products. This is a conscious effort utilizing our best practices to conduct our business operations in accordance with sound environmental practices, with respect for local, state, federal and international conservation rules, laws, and regulations. 
RoHS and WEE Directives

Anritsu is committed to ensuring compliance with the ROHS and WEE directives. 
Standards in regards to restrictions of use of certain hazardous substances in Electrical and Electronic Equipment (RoHS 2002/95/EC) and Waste Electrical and Electronic Equipment (WEEE2002/96/EC) directives.

What is RoHS?

The Directive on the restriction of the use of certain hazardous substances in electrical and electronic equipment 2002/95/EC; commonly referred to as the Restriction of Hazardous Substances Directive or RoHS was adopted in February 2003 by the European Union. The RoHS directive took effect on 1 July 2006, and is required to be enforced and become law in each member state. This directive restricts the use of six hazardous materials in the manufacture of various types of electronic and electrical equipment. It is closely linked with the Waste Electrical and Electronic Equipment Directive (WEEE) 2002/96/EC. 

RoHS is often referred to as the lead-free directive, but it restricts the use of the following six substances:

1. Lead (Pb) 

2. Mercury (Hg) 

3. Cadmium (Cd) 

4. Hexavalent chromium (Cr6+) 

5. Polybrominated biphenyls (PBB) 

6. Polybrominated diphenyl ether (PBDE) 

PBB and PBDE are flame retardants used in several plastics.

Anritsu’s Response to the RoHS directives
Anritsu utilizes a Design for the Environment (DfE) process for new products to ensure that the above listed hazardous substances are not used in the manufacture of our products, making them RoHS compliant. Some Anritsu products are RoHS compliant based on a specific “exemption” set out in the RoHS directive under which new and electrical and electronic equipment, within certain categories may contain an otherwise listed substance. Finally, certain Anritsu electrical and electronic equipment fall outside the scope of RoHS until a future date. 

What is WEEE?

The Waste Electrical and Electronic Equipment Directive (WEEE Directive) is the European Community directive 2002/96/EC on waste electrical and electronic equipment (WEEE) which, together with the RoHS Directive 2002/95/EC, became European Law in February 2003, setting collection, recycling and recovery targets for all types of electrical goods.

The directive imposes the responsibility for the disposal of waste electrical and electronic equipment on the manufacturers of such equipment. Those companies should establish an infrastructure for collecting WEEE, in such a way that "Users of electrical and electronic equipment from private households should have the possibility of returning WEEE at least free of charge". Also, the companies are compelled to use the collected waste in an ecologically-friendly manner, either by ecological disposal or by reuse/refurbishment of the collected WEEE.

Anritsu’s Response to the WEEE directive
Anritsu assumes its obligation and commitment to comply with country laws that are based on the WEEE Directive. Therefore Anritsu will take back and dispose of Anritsu electrical and electronic waste through environmentally friendly disposal and recycling methods for European Countries.
